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Todayõs Review 

ROUND SIX REPORT 

 

The morning session saw Round Six played which put the Indonesia Open Chess 

Championship 2013 past the half way mark. 

The tournament leader in GM Alexey Dreev was expected to have a tough encounter 

against first seeded GM Alexander Moiseenko in a top board match-up but it was not to be 

as somehow Moiseenko did not manage to make the game on time. 

With this gift Dreev consolidated his lead to 5.5/6, a result which left the chasing pack with 

everything to do. 

Unfortunately there were too few heroes this round. 

On second board GM Sandro Mareco drew quickly against GM Surya Shekhar Ganguly by 

allowing repetition of an opening variation already played earlier by Black and leaving both 

with 4.5/6.  

However on third board GM Ivan Ivanisevic pushed hard against GM Hoang Thanh Trang 

and the resulting win brought him to 5/6 and sole second place in the standings.  

It was much the same with those further behind on 3.5/5, only GM Laylo Darwin winning 

against GM Jaan Ehlvest to give him a share of third to fifth places together with Ganguly 

and Mareco. 

The games GM G N Gopal against GM Nigel Short, GM Vadim Malakhatko against GM 

Eduardo Iturrizaga, GM Vaibhav Suri against GM Ivan Sokolov, GM John Paaul Gomez

Avetik Grigorian, GM Oliver Basrbosa against IM Rolando Nolte and GM Ehsan Ghaem 

Maghami against IM Dede Lioe, all ended in draws which put them all a full point and a half 

behind on 4/6 and allowed Moiseenko, Hoang, GM Shyam Sundar M, GM Batchuluun. 

 

ROUND SEVEN REPORT 

 

While the Indonesia Open Chess Championship (IOCC) 2013 has begun to settle into a 

routine and a clear favourite emerging in GM Aleksey Dreev, it is still a long way yet to the 

finish and there is always a possibility for more twists and turns to its story! 

The eagerly watched top board encounter was between GM Surya Shekhar Ganguly (4.5) 

and leader Dreev (5.5) while on second board, GM Ivan Ivanisevic (5) who has so far played 

arguably the most uncompromising chess, faced the still undefeated GM Sandro Mareco 

(4.5). On third board, the top seeded GM Alexander Moiseenko (4) was looking to put his 

previous rounds default behind him against the battle hardened GM Darwin Laylo (4.5). 

It was no surprise that the master of the half point Ganguly was happy with a draw to 

reach 5/7. More significant perhaps is that also means Dreev continues to lead with 6/7. 

This grew in significance when Ivanisevic lost against Mareco who now stands alone in 

second place with 5.5/7 while his opponent drops to share of third with 5/7. 

Moiseenko did in fact make short work of his opponent and on the neighbouring board 

four, GM Nigel Short won even faster against GM John Paul Gomez to join him on 5/7 

which meant it was a very bad day in the office for the two Filipino hopes. 

Of the other four pointers, GM Ehsan Ghaem Maghami converted his pawn plus against IM 

Rolando Nolte and IM Nguyen Duc Hoa benefited by GM Abhijeet Gupta over pressing but 

it was WGM Elisabeth Paehtz has been starting to play well from today who had the big 

win of the round by upsetting GM Avetik Grigoryan who simply overlooked the strength of 

her attack. 

So as its stands, the leader board  is 1. Dreev 6/7, 2. Mareco 5.5/7, 3-8. Moiseeko, Short, 

Ganguly, Ghaem Maghami, Nguyen Duc Hoa, and Paehtz. 

The top woman is now Paehtz on 5/7 while GM Antoaneta Stefanova and GM Hoang 

Thanh Trang are close behind on 4.5/7.

       Although the Hungarian chess player is only seeded 30th, 

Hoang has shown her class by winning the European 

Championship in 2013 and after four rounds is fourth in the 

tournament standings.  

       The woman chess player who was born in Vietnam sees 

her becoming European Champion as on step towards her 

dream of becoming World Champion. Lets find out more 

about this confident young lady. 

INTERVIEW 

     Last year you played in IOCC 2012. Then you told us your dream was to become 

World Champion and here you are as European champion this year. 

         Yes, my becoming European Champion was an exceptional achievement. I played 

well and am happy with the outcome. I have not given up on my dream to become World 

Champion and I am working hard to reach that goal. Next year I will try to qualify at the 

World Cup.  

         What do you think of IOCC this year? Do you think you can be Woman champion? 

         IOCC is getting better and better with many good players. All the women 

participants are good players too. I don't have a target but as in every tournament I play in 

I will give my best. But as I said already, there are many strong women players and all have 

a chance to win. 

You are still working at the hotel? Is it difficult to balance time between work and 

chess? 

A little difficult. But the hotel is owned by my family. Before my father was also my 

coach. My mother and brothers run the hotel so I can always have time to play chess!
